Tilt-Up Achievement Awards

4 Project Categories - The twenty-three categories for project entry consist of the primary markets that Tilt-Up currently addresses on

a regular basis and divisions of those markets. The list of categories for this year’s competition includes:
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Manufacturing/Industrial — A project used for the sole purpose of producing a product or delivering a service. Office
components should be generally 20% +/- of the developed building area.

Educational — A project used for any level of education. Sub categories include: K-12, Higher Ed

Spiritual Buildings — A project providing space for the purpose of gathering groups of people for worship of a higher
being or purpose.

Institutional — A service or public-use project not described above. Subcategories include: Detention/Correction, Low-
Rise, Service Facilities (Hospitals, Care Centers)

Warehouse/Distribution — A project used for the purpose of storing product of some type or used in the transportation
and logistics of products. Office components should be generally 10% +/- of the developed building area.
Subcategories are as follows: Small Business/Distribution, Speculative, Corp. Dist. HQ

Retail — A project used for the purpose of selling products and services to the end user/consumer. Subcategories in-
clude: Life-style centers (Walking Malls), Single Occupant, “Big Box”

Office — A project used for a variety of administrative operations of a business. Program components other than office
environments should generally be less than 10% +/- of the gross building area. Subcategories include: One Story, Two
Story, Three-Four Stories, Five Stories and Higher, Corp. Office HQ

Commercial Non-Office (Hotels, Golf Clubs, Recreation, Theaters, etc.) — A project charging fees or rates for use of
the space enclosed or the administration of the spaces owned by the entity.

Parking Structures — A project, or portion thereof that accommodates the short-term or long-term storage of vehicles.
Site cast, Tilt-Up elements can be used for walls only or any other structural components.

Municipal — A project publicly owned and open to the general public. These projects can be classified as libraries,
courthouses, civic buildings, community centers, etc.

Housing — A project developed for the purpose of providing living space(s). These projects can be classified as single-
family, multi-family, townhome, apartment, dormitory, etc.

Special Projects — A project that is not described by a classification found in any of the other categories. These proj-
ects may be civic, recreational or other in use.

Innovative Application Techniques — A project that may have another classification but is being submitted not for the
quality of the project but for the technological achievement of the design or construction process.

Sustainable Focus — A project completed with a heavy emphasis on sustainability to which Tilt-Up plays a significant
role. These projects are not required to have achieved a LEED rating but must demonstrate an attention to the many re-
quirements of a focus on sustainable design and construction.
